Coming to the Dynevor Centre from the M4 Junction 42
Leave the M4 at Junction 42 and the slip road merges on to a dual carriageway A483 which then becomes Fabian Way.

Proceed and you will pass the Amazon Centre and carry on when you can see the “Plantasia” building in front, a triangular glass structure.

Here both Google and all GPS systems are out of date, you need to be in the new right lane and make a right turn heading for Parc Tawe.

Having turned right, take the left hand lane and take the left filter.

Follow the road straight through Parc Tawe.

Carry on straight through Parc Tawe to the “T” junction at the end.

Then Left and follow the road with a right sweep and up the hill to the lights. You are about to cross High Street.
Go Across the lights, into College Street and then you will come across the Kingsway, careful, this was a dual carriageway but what was the left lane is both-way  for busses and taxis. You want to turn left into the one-way right hand lane, and you want the right hand lane.

Turn right into Horton Street.

At the end of Horton street about 70 yards left is Pell Street and turn right into the Dynevor Centre car park.

You have arrived.

This is the only approach to the car park and if you get lost you will need to get onto the Kingsway.

The Post Code for Pell Street is SA1 3ES. So if you want to use a GPS use this post code.
The place you are arriving at is 

Swansea Metropolitan University

Dynevor Centre for Art and Design 

and has the Post Code SA1 3EU which takes you to the front of the building.

To get back to the M4 follow the next pages.

Leaving the Dynevor Centre to get to the M4 Junction 42
Go straight along Pell Street and turn left into Cradock Street take the right lane and turn right onto Kingsway.

On Kingsway keep left.

Then at the end of Kings way turn left into Dillwyn Street.

Dillwyn road is a bit complicated but you just need to go straight to the end of the road keeping to the left, then turn left onto Oystermouth Road.

Then stay on Oystermouth Road which will take you back to Fabian Way and then the M4.
